Remember

One of the greatest blessings that God has given to us in this life is the
ability to remember. Just this week I was talking with a brother in Christ
who has been preaching the gospel for seventy-seven years, and as we
talked he remembered very well his first years of proclaiming the word
of God. After these many years he is still active as a faithful preacher of
God’s word today. The human memory is so important that God exhorts
us to remember certain things as we pass through this life. What are
some of those things?

First, God wants us to remember to say “thank you” or to be thankful.
One time Jesus had healed ten men of leprosy and sent them on their
way, however one of the ten remembered to return and say “thank you”
to Jesus. The Lord took note of this and asked, “Were there not ten
cleansed? But where are the nine” (Luke 17:17)? Jesus must have been
a little disappointed that only one of the ten really remembered to be
thankful. May we be people of thanksgiving.

Second, God wants us to remember not only our personal needs in
prayer, but also the necessities of others. Paul wrote, “I exhort therefore,
that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of
thanks, be made for all men” (1 Timothy 2:1). Christians reflect the
attitude of God and godliness by remembering all men in prayer.

Third, God wants us to remember the great sacrifice of our Savior who
went to the cross of Calvary. Before going to the cross Jesus established
a spiritual memorial, the Lord’s Supper, in which Christians participate
every first day of the week and remember the Savior. Jesus said, “This
do in remembrance of me” (Luke 22:19). Christians have the privilege
and obligation to remember their Savior every “first day of the week”
(Acts 20:7).

Four, God wants us to remember him. The majority of the people in
this world go through life without seriously giving thought to their
Creator. From the youngest to the oldest, we should remember our
Creator by obeying his will so that we may be saved and live eternally
with him. The wise man wrote, “Remember now thy Creator in the days
of thy youth” (Ecclesiastes 12:1) and “Let us hear the conclusion of the
whole matter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the
whole duty of man” (Ecclesiastes 12:13).
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
