La Iglesia Que Jesus Establecio

Jesus vino a la tierra del cielo con el propodsito de salvarnos
(Juan 3:16), y parte del proceso era que Jesis se hiciera humano para
que conozca la vida terrenal como nosotros (Filipenses 2:7). También,
Jesus vino a la tierra para vivir la vida sin pecar (I Pedro 2:21-22,
Mateo 4:1-11), para que ¢l pudiera hacer el sacrificio para nosotros
(Tito 2:11-14).
